At St. Mary Magdalen, Deacon Greg was active in a wide range of ministries
induding Marriage Ministry, Diocese of Orlando NFP (Natural Family
Planning), RCIA as a sponsor and volunteer, Men's Bible Study, Ministry
to the Sick, Knights of Columbus (Fourth Degree Knight), and Community
Fest, among many others. He chaired the parish Cancer Support Group
and was a strong advocate for vocations, meeting every Sunday with men
who were discerning or training in their call to the Diaconate.

A dedicated family man, Deacon Greg is survived by his wife, and four
children, Kristina Regala (Emilio), Brian Klega-Nelsen (Annie), Eric Nelsen
(Kacey), and Kevin Nelsen, along with his seven grandchildren. He will be
fondly remembered as a caring servant of the Lord and friend by the St. Mary
Magdalen parish community.
